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Installation in a Vehicle

1. Determine where you want to mount the Receiver
with the SP-C2 Mobile Docking Station:

« Do not install the Receiver where it may obstruct
your view through the windshield or your view of
your vehicle’s indicator displays.

» Do not install the Receiver where it will hinder
your access to the vehicle's controls.

» Do not install the Receiver where it may hinder
the function of safety devices such as an
airbag. Doing so may prevent the airbag from
functioning properly in the event of an accident.

+ Find a location that provides good visibility of

and access to the Receiver’s front panel.

It is strongly recommended that you mount the
Receiver using the provided Suction Cup
Mount. For best adhesion, the mounting
surface should be as flat and smooth as
possible.

Use the provided screws to attach the Suction
Cup Mount tc the back plate cf the cradle.
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Vehicle Installation: Suction Cup Mounting

1. Clean glass with window cleaner or alcohol pad.

2. Lift cam lever.

3. Press cam lever straight down towards suction cup & glass to flatten suction cup.

4. Lock cam lever.
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2. Plug the car power adapter into the back of the
Docking Station. Don't plug the adapter into the
cigarette lighter until the installation is
completed.

3. Connect to your Car Stereo

« If your car stereo has an AUX input, plug a
3.5mm audio cable into the back of the
cradle. Plug the audio cable’s white (L ch)
and red (R ch) connectors into your car
stereo.

» Alternatively, you can use the integrated FM
transmitter to connect your Sporister Receiver.
Please see the Receiver User Guide for more
information on configuring the FM transmitter.
Tune your car’s radio to the appropriate
frequency to listen to the Receiver.

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Optional FM Transmitter Antenna installation instructions:

The built-in FM transmitter in your Sirius Plug & Play unit allows you to

listen to the Sirius service via the FM radio of your vehicle. If you are
experiencing static and/or interference when listening to your Sirius Plug & Play
after following the set up instructions included with your Sirius Plug & Play
system, install the enclosed FM Transmitter Antenna per the instructions below.

If your Sirius Plug & Play system is already installed :

1. Insert the 2.5mm plug of the included FM Transmitter Antenna into
the "FM OUT" jack located on the back of your Sirius Plug & Play car
docking station as pictured below.

2. The FM Transmitter Antenna wire should be run with the power adaptor wire,
placed on the dash board, tucked into seams in the dash board or even placed
under the dash pad (if possible) . If the Sirius Plug & Play is mounted to the center
console the FM Transmitter Antenna wire should be run along console and tucked
into seams were possible.To ensure optimum performance, do not cut, coil or
bundle up the antenna wire. Ensure that the FM Transmitter Antenna wire is placed
in a manner not to create a safety hazard or interfere with the operation
of the vehicle.

If your Sirius Plug & Play system is not yet installed :

1. Insert the 2.5mm plug of the FM Transmitter Antenna into
the "FM OUT" jack on your Sirius Plug & Play car docking station
as pictured above.

2. Install your Sirius Plug & Play car docking station per the installation
instructions provided with the car docking station.

3. The FM Transmitter Antenna wire should be placed on the dash board,
tucked into seams in the dash board or draped across an available vehicle
surface. To ensure optimum performance, do not coil or bundle up the
antenna wire.

4. Insert the Sirius Plug & Play receiver into the car
docking station and set the FM Transmitter as described in the owner's
manual provided with the Sirius Plug & Play receiver.
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
